Anca Gheaus, 4-5pm (55 minutes: 15-25 minute talk, followed by discussion), “Basic Income, Gender Justice and the Costs of Gender-Symmetrical Lifestyles”

About the speakers

Anca Gheaus is a political philosopher with an interested in gender justice at Central European University in Vienna. She will discuss basic income, both to level feminist criticism at it and to defend it from an older criticism.

Alex Gourevitch is an associate professor political science at Brown University. He will discuss whether it is correct to talk about a Universal Basic Income as as a way of emancipating people from being forced to work.

Guy Standing is an economist, a Professorial Research Associate at SOAS University of London, and one of the most influential leaders of the worldwide Basic Income movement. He will discuss the ethical significance of the privatization of common resources and the need for Universal Basic Income.

Louise Haagh is Professor of Politics and the University of York (UK) and a former chair of the Basic Income Earth Network. She will argue that the influence of the atomistic account of human nature on liberal egalitarian thought has produced an unambitious, imprecise, and sometimes coercive account of individual freedom and social community.

Otto Lehto is a former guest scholar at the Götz Werner Chair, Freiburg University. He will discuss the wide range of "libertarian" arguments for (and against) Universal Basic Income.

Philippe Van Parijs is a professor at the the University of Louvain in Belgium and one of the leading philosophers in the Universal Basic Income movement. He will answer questions about the ethical arguments for Universal Basic Income from his book, Basic Income: A Radical Proposal for a Free Society and a Sane Economy (coauthored by Yannick Vanderborght).
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
